Tilting adjustment

The airflow can be adjusted upward or downward by simply

moving the guard up or down.

2. Never clean the fan with the flammable liquids such as petrol, diesel or thinner.

3. When the fan is not in use, place plastic bag over the fan and store in a dry place.
